In the 1940'w, Mr. Haig and Mr. Campbell Clendenning, while on
the schoal board, did some research regarding the school. They
were searching for the date that 1t was built and the builder of
the school. Unfortunately, nelither of those questions could be
answered, Mr. Halg knows for suwre that the school was there in
1872 because his grandfather was killed by a saw at the corner.
The children were in school that day and witnessed the tragedy.

Mr. Halg beliesves that the school was built in the 1880's and vet
other residents have suspected that it was present many years
prior to that.

At one time there was & 1og school directly acrose the road from
where the stone schoal stands today. The date and builder of
that school is also unknown,

Mre. Mary (Carpenter) GBriffin attended Emery School.

Mre. Griffin was born in 1928 and began school at the age of
five. Her First teacher was Miss Ella Nuttall (who later married
a Jackson), followed by Leita Barrett, Saddie Allen, Helen Wright
(who later married an Atkinson), and her last teacher was Dorsen
McNeidly (who later married William Delolfe). Misg McNeily was
Mra., Griffin'e grade 8 teacher. (1940)

Mre., Griffim’'s mother, Gertrude Aiken, came from Millbrook in
1913 to teach at Emery School. 8he boarded with Lorenzo and
Elizabeth Carpenter who lived right beside the school. Misa
Alken earned approvimately $300.00 a yvear, and paid approximately
F3,00 per week to the Carpsnters for room and board. In 1914,
Miss. Alken stopped teaching becawse she married Firman Carpenter
(lLorenzo and Elizabeth’'s son). Mre. Griffinm stated that, "It was:
not proper for a married woman to tesch school.”

Firman Carpenter owned 100 acres of land on lot 20 Concession 3
of Leeds Township. Hae sold asome of the land to the school #o
that a larger plavoround and a ball diamond could be bullt +for
the children.

Mre. OBriffin's oclder sisters Irene Kirkby and Grace Ralph (both
are presently living in Gananogue) also attended the school.
When Mre. Griffin was too young to be in school, her older
sletars would often come and get her at lunch time a0 that she
could play in the school vard with all the other children.

Mra. Briffin has the original deeds to the landy they were given
to Mer by her anther. Today., Mre. Grifdin lives on the property
where her great grandparents once lived.

Mr. Bovey was born inm 1915,
He attended Emery Schaol from 1922-1930.
His family lived just west of the bridoge on Marble Rock road.

When Percy Bovey was a young boy, his father, Harry Bovey, looksd
after the dam and was caretaker of the school. Fercy's {father,
gince he worked at the school, had to attend the school board
meetings. Often FPercy would go with him. Many of the trustees
could not write, and those who could would write illegiblyy
therefore, Percy was often called wpon to take the Minutes. Mr.
Bovey has no idea where those minutes would be today or who would
have them.

Mr. Bovey's first teacher was Josephineg Davison., It is believed
that she was {fraom Ferth. Other teachers werer Miss. Swirtzfiger,
Miss. Darling, and Miss. Nut@all.

Mr. Bovey believes that the school may have been bullt around
1835, He alwso believes that the Coleman’'s who were responsible -
for butlding the original dam, may have also built the school.
(The present day bridge was built in 1925
